Rule 3.2 Delay of Litigation
(Commission’s Proposed Rule Adopted on June 2 – 3, 2016 – Clean Version)
In representing a client, a lawyer shall not use means that have no substantial* purpose other than to delay or prolong the proceeding or to cause needless expense.
